TESTIMONY TTP’S

A testimony is one of the most basic ways someone can begin to labor for Jesus Christ.  A prime example of this in Scripture is found in Mark 5:1-20.  After Jesus heals a man with a demon, Jesus tells him to go back to his home and tell his friends how much the Lord has done for him.

Purpose- The purpose of a testimony is to tell the good news of what Jesus Christ has done in and through your life.   Below is a simple outline for how to prepare your personal testimony.  Compare this with Paul’s testimony found in Acts 22:1-21.

I. Before I trusted Jesus Christ


a.) Family background


b.) Things going on in your life

II. How I trusted Jesus Christ:

a.) What brought you to awareness that you needed Jesus Christ?

b.) What turned you to Jesus? 

III. Since I have trusted Jesus Christ

a.) Talk about your growth in Jesus

b.) Talk about practical aspects that have helped you grow in your walk with Jesus.  (Ex. Mentor, Fellowship, Word, Prayer etc…)

Other things to consider when sharing your testimony:

-Promote Jesus, not YOURSELF

-Share a couple of verses

-Cater to the audience

-Develop a 1 min, 5 min, 10 min, and 15 min testimony.
